agement from many generous individuals who sympathize
deeply with the afilicted bondman and the more &:orod
fogitive. 1 had the honor of setting with my colleague,
Jarmes Cannings Fuller, as a delegate in the great Aati Slav
Conference in London, called the World's Convention. ﬁz
fore that august body the condition and claims of the refugees
were presented and duly considered.
The following resolutions were unanimously adopted by
the Conveation,
