Award Details
Eligibility:  All registered Huron students, regardless of course load or grades, are eligible for a CURL Fellowship except those who have already been awarded a CURL Fellowship. Students who have NOT been awarded a Fellowship, but who have been awarded a Travel Bursary, Research Skills Bursary, or Student Bursary, ARE eligible.

Instructions:  Each application for a CURL Research Fellowship includes two parts: 1) Student Application, and 2) Faculty Mentor Statement. Applications will be considered incomplete if only a faculty application or student application is received; submissions must be made by both.

Resources: The Resources page on the CURL website holds a wide range of resources that may help you when writing your application, including information on research ethics; data management; equity, diversity, and inclusion in research; knowledge mobilization, and CURL's twice yearly proposal writing workshops.
